	1. Planning Applications
14/003055/OUT– Home Holdings Lower Tysoe

Cllr Forrester was unable to attend the meeting but had commented by email.  Cllr Forrester’s views on this are that the emerging strategy for Lower Tysoe, as outlined by Gill Roache, appears to be for single-building developments that are sympathetic to the surroundings.

However, although the applicant has yet again failed to consult the Parish Council first, on an informal basis, they have listened to objections, have reduced the number of dwellings and have removed the proposed back development so I do not feel strongly enough to object. What is being proposed now is more suitable.

The parish Council looked at the revised plans.  

Parish Council did not know definitively where the village boundary was but felt that this could probably be left to the planning officer. 

The applicant confirmed that both the houses and garages would be built from natural stone and slate.

The applicant’s agent spoke saying that as Tysoe had to take further development to take one or two dotted around the overall settlement would be better.  The hedges will be retained.   We came with a proposal for 5 which you were not happy with, then revised this to three but the Parish Council were still not happy.   This new proposal for two dwellings has taken account of the Parish Council’s previous concerns.
We have tried to keep the houses similar in design and layout to the ones that are presently in that area of the village.   The garages have been placed at the back to hide the cars.   The application is still in outline but if it is approved we will submit full plans.  The idea will be to build from natural stone and slate.   Retaining all hedges and ponds.   No natural habitat will be disturbed.   The development will try and use environmental friendly practices where possible.

Cllr Sewell asked if the Parish Council support this application what is to prevent the owner coming back with a larger development once the principal of development on the site has been established.  The agent said that the owner intended to stay in the village but that if the Parish Council were minded to support the applications they could apply conditions within the supporting notes.

Cllr Sinclair asked about the work that is currently being undertaken on the site and asked whether this would be completed as part of this development.   The owner indicated that it would be completed during the process of the overall development.

Member of the public stated that they wanted to support the application.   Felt that it would help to meet the housing needs of the village and was a very well thought out development.

Having debated the application all councillors agreed that they did not have any objections to the development as put forward.  Cllr Sewell said that the applicant had listened to the Parish Council’s objections.  Cllr Sewell said that small sympathetic developments within Lower Tysoe are the kind of development that the Parish Council would like to see.

Approve the plans but with the comments that the building materials used should be sympathetic to the area, eg natural stone and slate.   The Parish Council does not really know where the village boundary is but this can be left for the planning officer to review.

All councillors present supported the application  

Cllr Forrester via email had two questions for Stratford: 

1. Is this a new application or a revised one and either way, how does it come to be on a fast track through the normal planning timetable?

2. Could we please have a definitive ruling on whether this proposed development is within the village/housing boundary or not? 

All members of the public left the meeting

14/03320/FUL – Hardwick Farm, Tysoe Road, Kineton – The councillors looked at the plans and all councillors were supportive of the application.
14/00374/FUL – The Anchorage – Parish Council reviewed the plans and agreed to make no representation

14/03479/TREE – St Mary’s Church, Main Street, Tysoe – No representation

14/03482/TREE – Church Farm House, Main Street, Tysoe – No representation 

14/03127/FUL – Honeycote Farm House, Lower Tysoe – Cllr Paxton declared an interest and did not take part in the discussion.  The Parish Council reviewed the plans and agreed to make no representation.   However, they felt that the “Orangery” should be made from hardwood.
