	Actions from previous minutes

Speed limits - This will go to the Portfolio Holders Meeting on the 22nd November to get formal approval for the changes and the work is expected to be undertaken early in the new year.

Speed watch – An article about this had been placed in the Tysoe Record and a notice had been put on the notice board but nothing had been heard so far.

Rent review – Mr West had been contacted and he is happy to talk about a rent review.  The Clerk is to contact Sheldon Bosley to ask them to draw up a tenancy agreement and approach Mr West regarding this and the rent review.

Bus Shelter – The ground for the proposed site for the bus shelter is in the ownership of the Warwickshire County Council.   Grants are coming on stream shortly.   Will let the Clerk have the information.  The proposed site for the shelter is outside 13 Middleton Close.  DC Roache will liaise with Orbit.

Flooding Smarts/Badgers Lane – With regard to his email of 16th September, Cllr Forrester reported that the WCC officers had replied at the last minutes but only after a reminder from C Cllr Seccombe. It was agreed the time taken to obtain responses was far too long. The officers now advised that a jetting report was awaited on the blocked gulley opposite Smarts Lane.   For Badgers Lane, dates are still requested for conducting the survey and for laying the new storm drains. 
Cllr Allen raised the matter of the water running down Main Street opposite Avon Avenue. Previously Severn Trent had said that this is a natural spring.   Concern that with the ice on the road this will be a real problem.  Had this problem around Whatcote DC Roache will look into what they did and report back.

New Matters:

Neighbourhood Plan - Mr Butchart addressed the meeting.   Application has to be made by the Parish Council, and explained this process.   Agreed that this should go ahead and the letter should be sent to Fiona Blundell as soon as possible.   In the mean time Mr Butchart is going to meet with Fiona Blundell and also calculate the costs of producing a Neighbourhood Plan. 

Broadband project – Cllr Forrester reported that Alison Cross and Craig Marshall will be sending out a letter this month to drum up support.   At WCC suggestion they want to include a prize draw.   Five prizes of £20 is the proposal.   Subject to this being legal are Councillors happy and what quantum do you want to put on it.  3 x £15 was agreed, and DC Roache was going to check whether the Parish Council are allowed to make such payments. Cllr Forrester to inform the organiser accordingly. 
Litter bins - Stratford District Council are replacing the old wooden bins for free, of which there is only one in the village.   Agreed that as this bin overflows there should be a second bin provided and Cllr Allen would get a quote for this.

13/02658/FUL – Lower Grounds, Main Street, Tysoe 
Objected originally on the following grounds: 

· The number of dwellings therefore increasing the number of vehicles on this site.  

· Where does the water from the pond go once it fills up?  Tysoe has major flooding problems.  

· The site is outside the village boundary.  

· Foul drainage, what will the system be as Tysoe system is already overloaded. 

A letter from Mr Walker of Wellan Limited was read out

Councillors had a debate and then the meeting was opened to the public for any feedback.  

The Councillors then voted on various options but no majority was reached.   After further debate it was agreed to object on the same grounds, including AONB.  The proposals put forward are too dense at 7 dwellings.   Acknowledge that this is brown field site but a dwelling for a dwelling would be acceptable. Clerk to prepare objection.   

13/01845/COUNTY Tysoe C of E Primary School, School Lane Tysoe, provision of a single storey extension to provide one classroom, Local Planning Authority raises no objections

13/01789/COUNTY Construction of a 4 bedroom farmhouse, WCC granted permission with a number of conditions.    The Parish Council stated that they had not been consulted on this.   The Clerk advised that a planning notice had been received but that no plans had been sent, but WCC stated that they do not send plans.  Cllrs objected to the lack of plans and proper consultation from the District Council on this matter and DC Roache will investigate this.

Playing field – Paul Pitts has done a fantastic job and all Cllrs recorded their thanks to him and wish him a very speedy recovery.

Ask Highways to look at the curb stones.   DC Roache has already pointed this out but can they be reminded of this. Cllr Allen will look at erecting a sign asking people not to drive on the green.

There is a tree overhanging the seat opposite the doctors’ surgery.   Tree Committee to look at this.

All the issues to do with the Christmas tree have now been resolved.

	Public Participation

A member of the public advised that someone was running their own broadband service from Sugarswell Farm. They had 25 homes so far and a number of businesses.   Cllr Forrester thanked for the information but explained the WCC Broadband campaign is entirely separate and to do with laying superfast broadband cables.

A query was raised regarding the election of new Councillor last month.   The member of the public felt that this had not been handled correctly and made various accusations.   The Councillors explained how the process had worked and the information that they had been aware of at the time of the meeting. Cllr Forrester made the point strongly that he did not know anything about the individual putting their name forward and, on behalf of the parish council, warned against making personal comments.  The member of the public apologised for his comments.

Bench at the end of Windmill way one plank is broken but the whole bench looks like it needs attend.   Cllrs ? will look at this and report back to the next meeting

What is happening about the grit bins?   The school are having their own.  Parish Council agreed that a couple of bins in the most pressing areas were probably the best way forward.   The bins can be moved but initially the best sites were felt to be on the Corner of Middleton Close by Welshman’s close and one by the playing field.   Cllr Allen will get quotes.

Can anything be done about the state of the road up at the top of Shenington Road by the cross roads.   DC Roache will report this.

Bench outside the church a strange plant is growing up.   This will be dealt with.

It was agreed that Cllr Sewell will lay the wreath at the war memorial on Sunday 10th.

Entrance to the allotments one of the householders has put a CCTV on their property which they are entitled to do but DC Roache was asked to bring this to our attention.
