Minutes from the meetings held on the 3rd & 18th March where agreed and signed.
	Declaration of interest – Cllrs Paxton and Sinclair declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Rent Review, and Cllr Collier declared a non-pecuniary interest in Willow House. 
Following on from the previous minutes on the 18th March Cllr Forrester wished to remind everyone that it had been agreed that all Parish Council comments about planning applications should have the addendum regarding flooding and drainage added to them.
Actions from previous minutes
Rent review – some suggestions that the land is being sub-let.  Cllr Sewell read from Laura Gaydon, at Sheldon Bosley email.  Cllr Sewell put forward the proposal that the new agreement should be drawn up and then if sub-letting is confirmed deal with this.  Clerk to go back to Sheldon Bosley.
Bus Shelter – We have been notified by Stratford District Council that our funding application has not been successful.   DC Roache said that she was very disappointed and we would keep this under review
Flooding Smarts/Badgers Lane – Nothing further had been heard. No further firm dates have been given but early April has been mentioned.  CC Seccombe asked to chase this up before the next meeting.
Curb Stones – CC Seccombe has still to arrange a site meeting with Warwickshire County Council.   In relation to the footpath, we want to have the mixed blue stones.  As agreed if possible the Parish Council would want the flagstones maintained.   Schedule a site visit before the next Parish Meeting on 12 May 2014.
Post and Chain Link fence – Cllr Allen said that a fence of this nature would not last and a more sturdy solution would be better.   There was a view that people do not actually go on the green but run their wheels on the edge but other councillors disagreed with this view.   Posts would discourage people from going onto the curb stones.   Three choices, do nothing, monitor it, or install oak posts.   Cllr Allen agreed to come back to the next meeting with prices.  
Bench by Windmill Way – Only received one estimate and far too expensive.  Cllr Locke to get further quotes for next meeting
Notice board – Door will be re-hung by the end of this week.
Grit bins – Still not been filled although they have been chased.  CC Seccombe will chase again
Clearing away of road work signs – There are now more road signs but these relate to different road works.   Cllr Forrester agreed to put all the Severn Trent signs by the depot
Livery Stables on Radway Road – No update
Trash screen –   Cllr Collier has met with Compton Estate on site and they are going to build a head wall and put in a screen.   Compton Estate will be asked to keep their eye on this.  Also, residents must help keep the screen clear of debris  
Sports Field Track Repair - Cllr Allen will do this prior to next meeting
Cricket Festival – Cllr Sewell confirmed that the Parish Council insurance policy would not cover the event but added he cannot believe that this is being de-railed because of insurance.   Other avenues are being explored at the present time.   Is there anything that the elected officials can do to facilitate this kind of insurance?
Bin in Play Area – This has now been removed.
Larger notices for dog fouling - Cllr Locke will arrange for the notice to be placed there.   Make sure the notices state that any mess should be picked up and taken away. 
Cllr Forrester’s Specific Responsibilities – Flooding and drainage – Cllr Collier, Broadband Project – The Clerk, Monthly articles for the Tysoe Record – Cllr Collier who agreed articles very important to raise profile of Parish council and to demonstrate how much we do for the village.

	Neighbourhood Plan – 
Launch event was a great success and to get head of the Stratford District Council Chris Saint, the local MP Nadhim Zahawi, as well as the Leader of Warwickshire County Council, Cllr Seccombe and the District Council, DC Roache was an excellent achievement.  The display boards were very professional and informative.

Cllr Forrester asked if a developer got the go ahead for a large development and this met our requirements within the draft core strategy would there be no more development?   Believed that this is not the case as each planning application has to be considered on its own merits.  Only once the core strategy is in place and you have achieved the 5 year housing supply the Area Planning Meeting can turn down planning applications due to valid planning reasons.
Planning officer was recommending both the Gladman and the Pendleton planning applications.  How can this be correct when both where turned down by the Area Planning Committee? DC Roache advised that the planning officer has to look at the fact that the 5 year housing stock is not in place, the draft core strategy not in place and they will look at other planning applications and appeals in order to reach their decision.

Cllr Locke said that he went along to the Neighbourhood planning group meeting and he believed that we were both after the same result but in different ways.   Cllr Locke’s interpretation is that the Parish Council is correct.  They have always pursued small integrated developments.  The Neighbourhood planning group were looking at large scale development.  There was also a discussion that Mr Jervis withheld his development for 2 houses waiting for the outcome of the Gladman development and then may be put in an application for more houses.
The Chairman of the Neighbourhood plan group responded by saying this was the view of one individual present.  This individual had taken the development proposed for 2 houses and extrapolated this for 75/80 houses and said that it would need 38 acres to accommodate 75/80 houses.

The reality is that drawing up the neighbourhood plan will cause some controversy especially amongst those individuals likely to be affected by future development.  Both Cllr Sewell and Chris Butchart confirmed the neighbourhood plan group’s responsibility is to a long term plan for Tysoe and not to consider specific planning applications 
Clerk had spoken with Locality Funding and our application should go to the panel on the 10th April and we should hear the outcome by the end of the week.

	Councillors’ Reports and items for future agenda
There are a number of pot holes around the village but there is a particularly bad one at the top of the straight mile stretch by the farm.   CC Seccombe will report these
Paul Pitts is making good progress and starting to get his feet back on the ground again.

	Public Participation
Member of the public raised concern about the Gladman, Pendleton and any other development.   Felt that unless there is some real effort put into the appeals it may fall between the cracks.   DC Roache suggested that numbers speaking do count at appeals.   It is worth registering even if it is not necessary.  Try not to repeat.   A number of people have put themselves forward to help with the public inquiry.   
It was felt that a process similar to the objection to planning applications probably needed to be gone through.   Neighbourhood Planning felt that this should be kept separate.   Everyone agreed that there was a willingness to get behind Stratford District Council to support them in any way that we can.    

Mr Risk would be happy to support the Parish Council in relation to the Gladman & Church Farm Court appeals.   CC Seccombe said that it is important the Parish Council is represented at the appeals.   It was agreed that a working party to include Mr Risk would meet to take the matter of the appeals forward
A member of the public asked if some agendas could be put onto the seats at meetings?  All agendas are put onto the village notice board at least 5 days in advance of the meeting.   It was agreed that a couple of agendas would be provided.   
A member of the public raised the issue of village boundaries and the area covered by the Neighbourhood Plan.   Middle and Upper Tysoe has become one village but the Neighbourhood plan covers the whole of the Parish.   They felt that there was a perception that Lower Tysoe had to a certain extent been ring fenced from development.   Wanted to know what were the criteria for it not being a service village?  Tysoe was 3 settlements. The local service village does look at proximity to shops and village facilities.   There is an argument that you could join the settlements but we have argued the other way and to keep the settlements separate.   

In the old local plan there could be development in Market towns and the local centre villages could have small amounts of houses if there was a need.   Lower Tysoe in the old plan was seen as separate and this stated no development in Lower Tysoe.   

Middle and Upper Tysoe are seen as a service village and lower Tysoe is seen as a separate hamlet.
