	3. Declaration of interest 
The Chair reminded councillors of the need to declare any interests in any agenda items.  Cllr Cressman declared a non-pecuniary interest in  

the planning appeal for the Anchorage, Old Tree Lane, Tysoe and Cllrs Allen, Howles, Cressman declared a non-pecuniary interest in the planning application 15/04248/FUL – Ash Tree House.

	

	4. Acceptance of previous Minutes – The minutes from the meeting held on the 7th December 2015 were agreed and signed.


	

	5. Planning
14/03374/FUL – Anchorage, Old Tree Lane, Tysoe – Appeal – comments by 21/12/15 – Councillors had undertaken a site visit.  Cllr Collier said that he and Cllr Sinclair had visited the site and were in agreement that it was going to 
imposing and block out some light.  They also felt that it would affect the 
privacy of the neighbours.  Cllr Risk said that he had not been to see the site but that had looked at the plans and from what he could see it did look problematic.  Cllr Allen said that to him it looked like it would be imposing on both neighbouring properties.   Cllr Howles said that the height did look like it would be imposing.   Cllr Locke concurred with the views made and added that there was no provision for extra parking.   Cllr Allen said that he also had concerns regarding flooding as this was an area of the village that was subject to flooding.
The Parish Council agreed that the following areas of concern should be brought to the attention of the Appeal Inspector: loss of light, loss of privacy, flooding and parking.
15/04248/FUL – Ash Tree House, Shipston Road, Upper Tysoe – proposed 

single storey extension – Parish Council support the application on the grounds that it will enhance the property.
15/04260/TEL – Epwell Road, Tysoe – Notification of intention to install 

electronic communication apparatus.

15/04004/FUL – Lindsey House, Tysoe Road, Radway – Retrospective 

application for storage of a touring caravan outside the domestic curtilage – The Parish Council agreed to make no representation.

	

	7. Neighbourhood Planning 

Cllr Allen read out a statement regarding the Neighbourhood Planning.   Cllr 
Allen said that the Parish Council would like to say to all members of the public that the Parish Council is 100% fully engaged in the Neighbourhood Planning Process.

Also we have always been supportive of the Neighbourhood Planning Group, but we must always remember that we follow the terms of reference set out by the Neighbourhood Planning Policy and Regulations.
Cllr Allen then read out a proposed response of the resignation of the 

Neighbourhood planning group.    
Councillors Allen, Sinclair, Collier, Locke, Risk, Cressman voted in favour of the response to the resignation letter and a full report being displayed on the 

Parish Council website, Cllr Howles abstained.   The statement as agreed is 

appended to these minutes as Appendix A.  

Cllr Allen then read out a proposal to take the Neighbourhood Plan forward. All Councillors present voted in favour.  The proposal as agreed is appended to these minutes as Appendix B.  

Cllr Risk said that following the Working Party held on 14th December he had drafted a leaflet for consideration by the Council.   Councillors were happy with the wording of the leaflet.  Cllr Locke said that could he just be sure what the Parish Council were agreeing to that this wording will be added to a leaflet.  This was confirmed.   The question of whether the Parish Council needed to approve the artwork was then briefly discussed.   The Parish Council agreed that in order to keep things moving the artwork for the leaflet and poster could be agreed by email.

Appendix A
Statement: Tysoe Parish Council (PC)

Re: Resignation of Tysoe Neighbourhood Planning Group Steering Committee (NPG)

This is a statement to summarise recent events affecting the NP, and the PC’s response to the NPG’s resignation. 

1. A proposal was made to the PC at its Meeting of 5th October for a reorganisation of the NPG. The PC agreed instead that the NPG could make its own counter-proposal. 

2. The NPG counter-proposal was substantially similar to that proposed by the PC, and was largely accepted by the PC. It was not, as the resignation letter states, rejected by the PC. The PC’s qualified approval differed mainly in its insistence on the PC being involved in the reorganisation of the NPG, as provided in the NPG Terms of Reference; and that the author of future drafts of the NP must be separate from the person who acts as Chair of the proposed NP draft sub-group. 
3. A working party meeting was planned with the NPG to discuss this and other governance matters. The NPG chose not attend, and instead, sadly, submitted its resignation.
4. The PC, with regret, accepts the NPG’s resignation. Appreciation for the NPG’s work on the NP was expressed at the PC meeting of 2nd December. The PC will now liaise with the former NPG to ensure an orderly hand-over of all materials it holds in relation to the NP. 

5. A working party of the PC met on 14th December to consider how to take the NP forward, consulting with the community, and all other interested bodies. A proposal of the PC’s recommendations follows.

6. In light of the note accompanying the NPG’s resignations, the PC considers it appropriate to provide a full response to this note, and to provide a record of decisions and actions it has taken, for the avoidance of any doubt there may be. A draft of this record has been circulated to Councillors. I propose that this record is approved, and made available to the public on the Parish website.

Statement: Interim Plan to progress the Tysoe Neighbourhood Plan (NP)

Background

The resignation of the Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group (NPG) in November 2015 has brought the need for the Parish Council to ensure that the Plan continues to make effective and positive progress. 

This briefing note sets out a programme for the next eight weeks or so to launch these objectives.

There are four elements that will be addressed during this period:

1. Handover of all documents from the resigned NP Group and a review and report on the current status of the Neighbourhood Plan including an appraisal of the 2nd draft.

2. Review and Report on the process to implement the recommended ‘Site Allocation’ housing policy in the Neighbourhood Plan and the definition of the Local Service Village.

3. Recommend and report the needs and methods for Neighbourhood Plan communications and the re-engagement of parishioners.

4. Secure funding to enable the continuing development of the Neighbourhood Plan. 

These elements will be addressed by the use of working parties that will report regularly to the Parish Council. They are not decision making groups and therefore comply with the Code of Conduct for local councillors. This approach gives them degrees of flexibility and informality to enable the efficient and effective delivery of their objectives.

Each working party will be lead by a parishioner ideally with the skills and experience to aid the completion of the party’s tasks. A Parish Councillor will take the principal responsibility for supporting and overseeing them with regular progress reports for the Parish Council.
The Parish Council will recruit by advertising on the Parish Website, leaflet drops and village networks. It will be delighted to speak with any member of the resigned Neighbourhood Planning group who would like to continue their involvement.

In the longer term and with the benefit of the working parties’ reports the next steps will include:

· A detailed process to be undertaken to give effect to the Site Allocation policy including how and by whom this would be undertaken.

· The amount and form of further consultation with residents, and other interested parties (including SDC officials, landowners, and consultants) that is needed.

· A ‘communications strategy’ to ensure that residents are kept informed and involved. 

· A summary of the work that is needed to produce the 3rd draft of the NP; how and by whom this is to be written; how and by whom the production of the 3rd draft is to be supervised and edited.
Importantly, the Working Parties will be replaced by a new Steering Committee composed of a broad representation (address, age, gender, expertise, interest) of residents as possible.
The remit of this Steering Committee would be to take overall responsibility, subject to terms of reference with the PC, for the progress and process of the Neighbourhood Pan up to and including the recommendation to the PC for the NP’s Final Submission to SDC and the referendum of residents.  
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
