Wall by Church – Cllr Locke 
Defibrillator – The Clerk had spoken to the Tysoe Playgroup who advised that they had raised all the funds needed to purchase both the defibrillator and cabinet. Litter bins – DC Roache had received a quote from Stratford District Council whish stated that the provision and installation of the bin would cost £320 and the annual emptying would be £100.70 subject to RPI. Cllr Collier 
Electricity usage – A total of 10 responses had been received.  Expressing very mixed views.   People didn’t necessarily just express one view.  1 person said leave as is.   4 people thought that turning the lights off from Midnight to 5am, 4 people was the right thing to do.   Turn off some lights completely got 2 votes.  Do not turn off some lights got 2 votes and turn all the lights off completely got 2 votes.   In addition to this ensure we are using the lowest watt bulbs possible and angle the lights towards the ground.
