	1. Budget 2015/16

The Parish Council debated the budget.   Cllr Sewell gave the background to how the Parish Council had set the precept in previous years.  The Parish Council had tried to keep the precept increases to a minimum over recent years and in fact the precept in 2011 was £17,000 compared to £13,750 for the year ending March 2014 and in previous years we had been encouraged to use up any cash reserves. The Tysoe Parish Council precept was also compared to other parishes’ councils and was very favourable.   For example for a band D property in Tysoe the precept is £25.54 compared with Brailes at £27.09 and Ettington at £59.03   The Parish council agreed that all of the proposed costs were central to the good-running of the village and that the responsibilities of the parish council have increased over recent years.   

Having reviewed the costs the Parish Council believed that if the village was to be maintained to the present standard all the costs were necessary.   
The Parish Council also agreed to make a donation of £1,000 to the village hall in this 2015/15 financial year and a further £1,000 in the next year.
