	2. Declaration of interest 
The Chair reminded councillors of the need to declare any interests in any agenda items at the beginning of each meeting.  Cllr Allen declared an interest in the planning application 15/02270/FUL as he was a close friend of the applicant.

	

	3. Planning Applications 

15/02033/COUQ –  Agricultural building, Tysoe Road, Kineton
The Councillors looked at the application form, the Ordnance Survey map and photographs.   Cllr Allen asked if any members of the public wished to speak.   Nobody came forward.
Having considered the application the Parish Councillors all agreed to make no representation.

15/02025/TREE – St Mary’s Church, Main Street, Tysoe
15/02027/TREE – Street Record, Main Street, Tysoe
Cllr Sinclair confirmed that these were the trees previously looked at and that the Parish Council had agreed they had no issues with the works being proposed.

15/02270/FUL – Home Farm, Lane End, Tysoe - Cllr Locke suggested that the applicant be allowed to speak so that the Parish Councillors could understand what the differences were between the two applications.

The applicant explained that there were no differences between the two applications.  The way that the Parish Council had worded their support, of the previous application and due to the comments made by the Conservation Officer, the Planning Officer was minded to refuse the application.
Having debated the matter further and after reading the letter from Sheldon Bosley Cllr Sinclair proposed that the Parish Council support the application and Cllr Littlewood seconded this.  The Parish Council then had a show of hands and all Councillors supported the application.
The grounds for the support are:  

The application will provide a residence to meet the specific needs of the community.

The application meets the NPPF objectives of sustainable development.
The application accords with Stratford District Council policy for a housing exception scheme in meeting a shortfall in appropriate properties available for purchase on the open market in the local area.
